Round 1 
Quiz Questions
Each correct answer worth one point:

2. What do you call a female sheep? ewe
3. What do you call a male sheep? ram
4. What do you call a castrated male sheep? wether

5. What do you call a baby sheep? lamb
6. Recite two Rhymes that involve sheep? Range of answers

7. Who is employed to remove the sheep wool each year? shearer

8. Who sorts the wool into different categories depending on the quality? Wool classer

9. How many teeth do sheep have in the top jaw? none

10. What type of footwear can be made from sheep skins? Ug boots or moccasins

Round 2 
Knitting Race
The team to cast on ten stitches and make the longest “scarf” in one minute wins.  The team with the longest “scarf” gets five points, second longest four points and so on.

Round 3 
Scenarios
In your team, at least two people act out the scenario without making any noise, the rest of the group try work out what the actions represent.  Each group must do two scenarios each and Team members try to guess the scenario.  Other teams can guess only when the team-mates give up or the judge declares time.  Two points awarded per correct scenario.  One point if another team guess correctly.

Round 4 
Spinning Race
The team to spin the fleece to make the longest strand without it breaking in one minute wins.  The team with the longest strand gets five points, second longest four points and so on.
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
