Camp locations include:

* Please note that at the DPI facility in Werribee students may view the slaughter of sheep in their research abattoir. Please make it clear to the teacher in charge if this will be a concern prior to camp.

Students will be staying at Warrambeen Landcare Education Centre (located on the Rokewood-Shelford Road between Shelford and Rokewood.  Melways ref: Map 511 A5) in bunkhouse accommodation. The bunkhouse is a renovated bluestone shearers' quarters built during the 1850s. All meals are provided with the exception of morning tea and lunch on the first day. Students will be required to pack a cut lunch. 

We are travelling and staying with students from Elisabeth Murdoch College (EMC) & Padua College.  

A final notice will be sent home closer to camp with any updated details and a packing list.
