· Travel to Yookamurra wildlife reserve and do a research activity. The program also includes a night walk spotting native animals

Tuesday 20th June
· Travel to Adelaide and set up in cabins in the Marion Holiday Park

· Visit Australian Science and Maths School to look at some projects science students have done as part of the Science in schools week.

· Work with scientists at Flinders University doing experiments with wool and soils.
Wednesday 21st June
· Visit the wool stores at Port Adelaide
· Travel to Turretfield (Adelaide Uni and PIRSA research centre) and do activities including looking at embryo and breeding technologies, Electronic tagging and black wool in sheep.
Students can wear neat casual clothes and will need to bring the following:
· Sleeping bag and pillow

· Personal toiletries including soap and towel
